How safe is it? Understanding what advanced structural integrity assessment can deliver
11-13th October 2006, Bergen (NH), The Netherlands

Scope: The training workshop will focus on advanced deterministic and/or probabilistic techniques for assessing real or postulated flaws in safety critical components of nuclear power plants. The programme will feature a series of worked examples and benchmarks presented by experts from the JRC and external organisations, which aim to show how safety margins can be assured in practice. It will also exploit work done in recent European R&D projects. Issues addressed include: use of constraint based fracture mechanics, defects in dissimilar welds; warm pre-stress effects for flaws in ferritic steels; fatigue assessment due to thermal and mechanical fatigue. Participation will also provide an excellent opportunity to meet and exchange views with other professionals in this field. 
Who should attend? The workshop is aimed at professionals with a background in engineering or materials science who are currently working or plan to work in the area of structural integrity for nuclear power plant components. Participants from industry, research institutes or universities are welcome. Grants covering travel & daily expenses are available for those from the EU new member states or candidate countries.
Programme: The workshop will last three full days, with modules addressing: 
· Multi-disciplinary approaches to structural integrity 
· Materials Degradation and Irradiation Embrittlement 

· Non-Destructive Inspection Performance
· Fracture Assessment Benchmarks

· Fatigue Assessment Benchmarks
· Leak-Before-Break Assessment

· Structural reliability and risk-informed applications

· Safety Culture

It is intended that the workshop should be highly interactive and time will be allocated for participants to present relevant material (if they wish to do so). A detailed programme will be issued in mid-July.
Fees and Course Material: There is no fee for participation in the workshop. Participants will also receive copies of all presentations and other material used. 
Location & Organisation: The workshop is being organised by the Joint Research Centre near its site in Petten, the Netherlands. For accommodation, a block booking will be organised at a local hotel, with group transport as appropriate.
